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WOMEN LEADERS IN THE ROYAI. RANGER PROGRAM

A request was made by the 1972 Aides-De-Camp Councll and Dlstrict Conm,ander t s
Conference for Ehe NaEional Royal Ranger ComriEtee to make a study on the ln-
volvement of women in Ehe Royal Ranger Programl and Eo lggue an offlclal sEate-
oenE on Elris maEter.

Thc National Committee has completed ttrs sEudy whlch lncluded consultatlon wLth
the NnElonal i{.}1.C. DeparcmenE, and now makes the follo$lng r ecorrlenda t lons :

The National Commictee also w111 make reconmendations regardtng uniforms for
women Leadcrs. fhese unlform suggesEions will appear in the next revislon of
Ehe Buckaroo Leaderrs Handbook. These women leaders should be extended Ehe Bame

courtesy and cooperation as the men leadera.

The question also arose regardlng ladles aEEendlng Pow-Wows. the Natlonal
Cormittee has recommended from lhe beginnlng of the Buckaroo program that 7-8
year old boys noE be involved ln Por.r-l.loers or overnight type camplng, There
would therefore be no necesslty for women leaders !o artend a Pow-Wou excepE
perhaps as day vlsltors.

Ttre National Conunirtee wants to assure the women nol, lnvolved ln Ehe pro8ram and
Ehose s,,ho will become involved Ehat h,e deeply appreclate Ehetr lnterest ln boye
and their willingness ro serve.

In thc evenE mcn leaders cannot be secured for the Buckaroo Program' women

lcaders n1y assume Ehis role. It wlll be left Eo the discretlon of che local
outpost courrcil regarding the avallablllty of men. However, the involvenenL
of women as leaders will be in the Buckaroo program only. These vomen leaders
will be permicted co take the Leadership Tralnlng Course and may wear Ehe L.T.C.
arrards. Horrever, they will noE be permicEed to atLend che Natlonal Training
Camps or become members of the FrontiersnEn Camping Fraternity, since these areas
are geared for men and older boys. If, however, there should be enough deurand
for N.T.C.-Eype training for women leaders, the Natr-onal Conunlttee L,ould cerEainly
give consideration to developing an N.T.C. experience excluslve for Ehe$.
