Both of these medals require that the act of saving a life be done outside of a professional occupation which may require such
action as part of their job. This would mean that doctors, firefighters, EMT’s, etc. are not eligible for either of these awards while
on duty. If they perform an act outside of their profession or while off duty they may be considered for one of these medals.
