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The following chart represents four possible ways in which the various elements of the Royal Rangers program may be applied in churches of any size.
These four options are not intended to represent the only ways in which the program could be applied but as representative examples of possible ways.
In reality, an outpost may be represented by some combination of these options or somewhere in between them.
