All the men 
except one crossed the line. Even Jim Bowie, who was 
in bed seriously ill, cried, "Somebody carry my bed 
across the line. I may not be able to fight much, but 
I want to be on the right side." 

Later the battle cry, "Remember the Alamo," was used 
by Texans as they fought and won their freedom. It 
was inspired by the cou~age and sacrifice of these men.
