Remember we
are all laborers (Royal Rangers) to-
gether with God.

While the potato is being passed around
the leader sings a song or hymn, stopping
at intervals to call out “Hot Potato.”
When the leader calls out “Hot Potato,”
the boy holding the potato at that time
must drop out of the circle. This con-
tinues until only one boy is left, and he
is declared winner.

ROOSTER FIGHT

Equipment needed: One 20-inch length
of broomstick or other round stick for
each contestant.

Game: Contestants squat with the stick
placed crosswise behind the bend of the
leg at the knee, The hands are then
grasped in front of the legs below the
knees so that the stick rests in the bend
of the arms at the elbow. The contestant
hops on his toes and tries to jostle his op-
ponent in such a way as to knock him
off balance. As soon as a contestant
looses his balance and falls over he is
out of the game.

This game can be played by two per-
sons at a time, by choosing sides, or as
a free-for-all. It can be played either in-
side or outside.

Have copies of the lessons run off by ditto or mimeograph repro-
ductions.

Make extra copies to have a supply for new Rangers when they join
your outpost.

Each Commander must complete the courses in advance. There are
no answer sheets.

Explain the purpose of the Bible Study Courses to your outpost.
Be enthusiastic!

Hand out the first lesson to everyone in the outpost, explaining
they should take the lesson home and work on it by themselves.
(Young Pioneers may need help from Mom or Dad.)

Have the boys return the lessons at the very next meeting. Give
recognition to those returning lessons each week., Keep interest
high by making weekly reports to the outpost on those doing good
work.,

Distribute the next lesson just before the boys leave for home.

This keeps the lesson from getting lost, torn, or wrinkled. Re-
peat each week.

The last time the
dove returned, it carried an (Gen. 8:11) 1in it's
mouth. Thus Noah knew the flood was almost over and peace had returned
to the earth.

To the Christian the dove has also become a symbol of the Holy Spirit.
The reason for this is found in Matthew 3:16, '"...and, lo, the heavens
were opened unto him, and he saw the descending
, and lighting upon him:" When early Christians saw
a dove they were reminded of their helper, the Holy Spirit. Let us see
how the Holy Spirit can help us.
