How have explorers changed the world?

As Writers, we will be focusing on ‘Contemporary
Stories’ where we will read the ‘Lonely Beast' by Chris
Judge. We will explore character description, setting
description, and the action within stories. Next, in
‘Lefter Writing’, we will read ‘That rabbit belongs to
Emily Brown' by Cressida Cowell and we will have a
chance to draft and publish our very own letters.

As Mathematicians, we will be exploring counting
forwards and backwards in 2's, 5's and 10’s.
